¶ Funded 11 undergraduates to attend the biennial Phi Kap Grand 
Chapter Convention 

¶ Assisted with jump-starting the house renovation effort, which has raised over 
$150,000 to date in pledges and is currently seeking financing options from a lending institution (see page 4) 

¶ Purchased a water and fire proof safe for the chapter house to store historic chapter documents dating back to 1894 

¶ Raised over $1,000 for a trust fund for three New Hampshire children who lost their parents and two siblings in a plane 
crash in 2003 

¶ Established an Alumnus of the Year award and presented the honor to 11 alumni thus far 

¶ With the Phi Kap headquarters, assisted in funding an educator to visit the chapter to help them with the transition to 
becoming an alcohol-free house and with new member recruitment 

¶ Helped connect alumni to Phi Kap Brothers serving in active military duty overseas and sent ñcare packagesò to these
